Landlord Responsibilities:
- To maintain the structure, exterior, installations for water, gas, electricity, sanitation, heating, and appliances supplied by the Landlord in good repair and working order.
- To comply with all health and safety regulations, including gas safety checks and electrical safety.
Tenant Responsibilities:
- To keep the interior of the property clean and in reasonable condition.
- To notify the Landlord promptly of any damage, defects, or need for repairs.
- To bear the cost of repairing damage caused by the Tenant or their guests.

Access to Property:
The Landlord or their agent may enter the property only after giving at least 24 hours' written notice to the Tenant, and at reasonable times, for inspection, repairs, or viewings.
In emergencies, the Landlord may enter without notice.

Assignment and Subletting:
The Tenant shall not assign, sublet, or part with possession of the property or any part without the prior written consent of the Landlord.

Termination:
This Agreement may be terminated by either party giving notice in accordance with the Housing Act 1988 and related legislation.
The Tenant must vacate the property upon expiry or valid termination of the tenancy, leaving it in good condition, save for fair wear and tear.

Inventory:
An inventory and schedule of condition shall be prepared and signed by both parties at the start of the tenancy.
This document forms part of this Agreement and will be used to assess the condition of the property upon termination.

Insurance:
The Landlord shall maintain buildings insurance covering the property.
The Tenant is responsible for obtaining contents insurance for their personal belongings.

Governing Law and Jurisdiction:
This Agreement is governed by and shall be construed in accordance with the laws of England and Wales.
The parties submit to the exclusive jurisdiction of the courts of England and Wales for any disputes arising under or in connection with this Agreement.

General Provisions:
- Any variations to this Agreement must be in writing and signed by both parties.
- If any provision of this Agreement is found unenforceable, the remainder shall remain in full force and effect.
- The Tenant acknowledges receipt of the relevant information sheets as required by law, including the How to Rent guide and Gas Safety Certificate.
